Mathematical Olympiad Cangur 2008, in which more than 600 

students have participated in the province of Alicante.  

 

On Thursday, April 3, Alcoy campus of the Polytechnic 

University of Valencia hosted the Cangur Mathematical 

Olympiad 2008, in which 637 students have participated in 

various secondary schools and high school in the province of 

Alicante.  

 

The test Cangur is an activity that is marked as an 

objective to stimulate and motivate learning of mathematics 

through the problems. It consists of a test of 30 

mathematical challenges of increasing difficulty and 

response closed with five options for each problem.  

 

The statement prepared by an international commission called 

Le Kangourou sans Frontieres. Thus, participants from all 

over Europe and other countries around the world raised the 

same issues and have a time of one hour and a quarter to try 

to resolve them.
